➢ EPA’s Thriving Communities Subgrants through the Environmental Justice Thriving 
Communities Grantmakers (i.e., Grantmakers)  

➢ 11 organizations will be providing $600 million as pass-through entities nationwide 
with expected availability this summer until 2027.

➢ Statutory partnership criteria exists with eligible entities including:
➢ NGO/CBO and other grassroots nonprofit organizations  
➢ Tribal governments (both federally recognized and state-recognized) and 

intertribal consortia (i.e., a partnership between two or more Tribes that work 
together to achieve a common objective.)  

➢ Native American Organizations (includes Native Hawaiian Organizations,  
cooperatives, nonprofit corporations, partnerships, and associations that have 
the authority to enter into legally binding agreements)  

➢ Puerto Rico, Hawaiian Native Organizations and US Territories  
➢ Freely Associated States (FAS) – including local governmental entities and 

local nonprofit organizations in the Federated States of Micronesia, the 
Republic of the Marshall Islands, and Palau.

Communities Grantmakers (i.e., Grantmakers)  
➢ Tier 1-3 Competitive subgrants available for Assessment, Planning, and 

Project Development phased activities ranging from $150,000 to $350,000.
➢ Non-competitive awards up to $75,000 provided to severely capacity-constrained CBO.

EPA received $3 billion through the Inflation Reduction 
Act (IRA) to fund environmental and climate justice 
activities to benefit disadvantaged communities.​

• The Community Change Grants NOFO is NOW 
OPEN!  Deadline to apply is November 21, 2024.

• $2.8 billion for grants including $2 billion for the 
Community Change Grants Program (CCGP).

• $200 million for technical assistance related to the 
grants.

• $300 million (estimated) for Target Investment Area 
(TIA) B for projects benefitting Tribes outside 
Alaska-Section II.B of the Notice of Funding 
Opportunity (NOFO).

• Grants cannot exceed three years (no extensions).
• All grants must be awarded by September 30, 2026​​.



Track I

Meaningful Engagement for Equitable Governance
Funding Available: approx. $40 million
Number of Awards: approx. 20 
Per Award Amount: $1M – cannot exceed $3M 

Track II

Community-Driven Investments for Change
Funding Available: approx. $1.96 billion
Number of Awards: approx. 150 
Per Award Amount: $10M – cannot exceed $20M

TIA B-approx. $300 million for projects benefitting Tribes in the 
continental US

application), project planning and development, outreach and engagement, and general 

capacity building.

Additional Information

• Intertribal Consortia may qualify as CBOs and partner with a Federally 
recognized Tribe to apply

• Individual Federally recognized Tribes cannot qualify as CBOs – they are units of 
government.

• The 20% indirect cost cap in Appendix G of the NOFO does not apply to Tribes 
and Intertribal Consortia that meet certain requirements as explained in 
Appendix G

• NOFO Modifications: The NOFO has been modified to clarify issues. Make sure to read 
the most updated version on grants.gov.

• Frequently Asked Questions: FAQs were posted to the CCGP website and will be 
updated as needed to address NOFO questions.
