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Reclamation Data
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Reporting under Clean Air Act 
(CAA) Section 608
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CAA: Section 608 Reporting Requirements 

• Under Section 608 of the CAA (40 CFR Part 82, Subpart F), EPA-certified 
reclaimers are required to report: 
• The total annual quantity of materials (i.e., the combined mass of refrigerant and 

contaminants) by refrigerant type sent for reclamation.

• The total annual mass of each refrigerant reclaimed.

• The total annual mass of waste products.

• Reclaimers must report the quantities recovered and received for both 
ozone-depleting substances (ODS) and hydrofluorocarbons (HFCs).

• This information must be summarized in a report and submitted to the EPA 
by February 1 of the following calendar year. 

• 608 reports can be submitted via the central data exchange (CDX) or via 
the 608reports@epa.gov mailbox.
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CAA: 608 Reporting Form
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• There is no required standard 
reporting form for 608 report 
submissions.

CAA: 608 Reporting Form
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CAA: Submitting Reports via CDX

• The Central Data Exchange (CDX) is the secure, password-protected online 
platform used by the EPA for electronic reporting.

• EPA recommends your company submit your reports via CDX. 

• Details on how to utilize this platform to submit your 608 reports can be

CAA: Troubleshooting 608 Reports

• Please submit your company data in kilograms. 

• Also ensure your company is using an appropriate conversion factor                     
(e.g., 2.20462 Lbs → Kgs).

• If your company is asked to resubmit its 608 report, please resubmit a 
complete report, including your company’s complete ODS and HFC figures.

• To avoid reporting discrepancies between 608 and AIM, please report all 
mixed refrigerants as the estimated quantities of individual HFCs and ODS 
components that are salvageable within those mixtures. 

• To avoid any miscommunication, please update the EPA if your company 
has a new point of contact (POC) for reporting.
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HFC Allocation Program Reporting 
Under the AIM Act
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HFC Allocation Program Reporting Requirements

• HFC reporting and recordkeeping 
requirements are codified in 40 
CFR part 84.

• All reports are to be submitted 
quarterly to the EPA through the 
HFC and ODS Allowance Tracking 
(HAWK) reporting module, within 
the electronic Greenhouse Gas 
Reporting Tool (e-GGRT).

January 1–March 
31

May 15

Quarter 2 April 1–June 30 August 14

AIM: Quarterly Reports

• Reclaimers must submit quarterly reports within 45 days after the end of the quarter.

• Reports must contain:

• Quantity of material (combined mass of regulated HFCs and contaminates) by 
regulated HFC sent to them for reclamation. 

• Total mass of each regulated HFC.

• Total mass of waste products. 

• 4th quarter reports will also include an end of year inventory.

• Reclaimers must report the quantities of each regulated HFC held in inventory 
onsite as of December 31 broken out by whether the regulated substance is 
recovered (i.e., awaiting reclamation), reclaimed, and virgin.

Note: Individuals that are registered with the company will receive a confirmation email 
from eggrt@ccdsupport.com once your company representative has submitted a report.

AIM: Registering in HAWK

• To receive a unique HAWK/HFC reporting system registration invitation, 
entities must provide the following information to the EPA at 
HFCAllocation@epa.gov: 
• Company Name - Companies that are majority owned and/or controlled by the same 

individual(s) must report to the EPA under a single company name 

• Corporate Address 

• Company Representative Name - The designated officer that will serve as the 
entity’s main point of contact for all HFC reporting under the HFC allocation 
program 

• Company Representative Email 

• Company Representative Phone 

*Companies must register with e-GGRT prior to registering with HAWK/HFC 
reporting system.

AIM: Company Management
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• Under company 
management tab 
select manage to:

• Reassign the 
company 
representative 
(CR).

• Appoint 
delegates.

• Edit company 
address.

• Add a new facility.



AIM: Company Management 

• Appoint an Alternate Company Representative (ACR) and Delegates
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AIM: Company Management
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Appoint an ACR
• Enter ACR Nominee’s name, 

phone, and e-mail.
• They will receive an e-mail 

form eGGRT@ccdsupport.com 
with an invitation code.

• They must log into e-GGRT 
and paste the nomination 
code into the “Accept an 
Appointment” panel.

• After accepting the 
nomination, the ACR gains 
access to all company data

• ACR has the same data access 
and reporting rights as 
company representative.

AIM: Third-Party Auditing

• Starting in 2024, reclaimers are subject to third-party auditing of their 
previous year's reports under the HFC Allocation Program.

• Auditors must review:

• The quantity of regulated substances received for reclamation.

• A random sample (5 percent or 10, whichever is higher) of records documenting the 
names and addresses of persons sending them material and the quantity of the 
material, measured in the combined mass of refrigerant and contaminates, by 
regulated substance sent to the reclaimer.

• Records documenting the quantity of regulates HFCs reclaimed.

• All other reports submitted to the EPA under subpart 84 (e.g., quarterly importer 
reports). 
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AIM: Third-Party Auditing

• An auditor must be a certified public accountant or an accounting firm that 
is independent of the reporting company. 

• All auditor reports must be signed and certified as meeting all applicable 
requirements of subpart 84. 
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AIM: Submitting Third-Party Audit Report

• The auditor must prepare a report and submit their findings electronically 
to the EPA by May 31 of the year following the compliance period.

• Additional guidance will be made available on our website for reclaimers 
and auditors providing instructions on how to conduct the audits and how 
to electronically submit reports.
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AIM: Troubleshooting HAWK Reports

• Ensure that the quantities reported for reclaimed and recovered HFCs are 
identical to figures reported in your annual 608 report.

• Ensure you are reporting the correct refrigerant in your quarterly reports as 
some refrigerants have similar names (e.g., HFC-134a vs. HFC-134). 

• If you have a quarter where no recovery or reclamation took place you are 
still required to submit a report for that quarterly reporting period.

• Revising submitted reports:

• Companies can update reports that have been accepted within HAWK.

• If changes are needed during the Agency’s review process, companies will need to 
resubmit an updated report.
